Regarding the NAME Day kit, if you are ordering on your own… 
 

It is up to each cutter to determine what kind of siding they will include in the kit.  So, if you are ordering 

a kit from a particular cutter, you will need to contact them to find that out. The kit this year is quite a bit 

more expensive than previous years because of the amount of wood involved. Adding a frame to the kit 

would increase that cost even more. Shipping would also be more. Also, it is hard to choose a frame that 

everyone would want as the subject matter of the interior, as well as personal taste, would be important 

in determining what style of frame each person would want. Therefore the boxes have been designed to 

fit into standard frame sizes: 1": 8 x 10; 1/2": 5 x 7; 1/4": 3-1/2 x 5. 

 

Brief instructions and measurements for a variety of sidings are presented in the directions for the kit.  

The instructions will be in the July/August issue of Miniature Gazette and will be on the NAME website 

in mid July.

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NEW NAME CLUB:   
Mini Misfits of Damascus!!! 
 
Four years ago, The Mini Wonder Workers Club in 

Damascus was asked by the Damascus Heritage 

Society to set up a dollhouse miniatures display in 

their museum.  I said “yes” even before asking my 
other 4 club members.  Each of the club members 

submitted a few displays; most came from my 

collection.  I curated all of the exhibits over a 

period of three weeks, and set up the 

displays on the first Monday in August, so that 

they could have an open house for Damascus 

Heritage Society to preview the exhibit that 

evening.  They loved it!!!  After setting up the 

display, I thought it would be interesting to see 

how many people viewing the exhibits would be 

interested in starting a new miniatures club in 

Damascus.  I left a sign-up sheet on the welcome 

desk next to the guest book at the museum.  I gave 

mini tours to Girl Scout groups and the Damascus 

Y-Women.  I also ran a children's miniature group 

two Saturday's a month that summer with the help 

of Nancy Chalmers and Linda Bell for 8-12 year 

olds.  The final free project was a Michael's hutch 

decorated for Halloween, and we opened that up to 

adults as well.  We had a roomful that day. 

 

When the exhibit closed after three months, we had 

over 700 visitors (pretty good since the museum 

was only open two afternoons a week from noon-

5pm) and over 30 people were interested in starting 

a miniature group. The Friends of the 

Library decided to be our sponsor and said we 

could have our monthly meetings at the Damascus 

Library free of charge as long as others were 

welcome to come in and see what we were doing. 

 

At the initial meeting, I asked everyone to bring a 

mini they had collected or made and tell the group 

a little bit about themselves and what scales they 

have worked in.  Most were inch scale and 

preferred that scale.  I think there were about 20 at 

the first meeting.  We decided that kids would need 

to be ten years old and accompanied by an adult 

until they turned twelve.  The Saturdays we meet 

vary as I have to work around my busy show 

schedule.  We started out making kits from my 

leftover roundtables so that I could see where 

everyone's skill levels were.  I also bought multiple 

kits at the NAME conventions to take back to the 

group.  A few were 1/144th scale houses.   

 

After two years of small kits, the group asked if we 

could make a larger, ongoing project using some of 

the kits we'd built.  I thought about what we'd 

made as far as the kits went, and there were quite 

a few garden items, so a shed with a landscaped 

garden seemed perfect. With the help of fellow 

club member Teresa Lindstrom, I designed a shed 

and we cut out kits from Dollar Store foam board.  

I led the group in assembly and adding basswood 

studs and flooring and trim made from wooden 

coffee stirrers.  We used green sandpaper for the 

roof and either lapped basswood siding or layered 

masking tape siding.  I cut Plexiglas for the 

windows and we assembled a door.  We worked on 

the sheds for a few months and then we were ready 

for the base.  I decided they should be 12" x 

18" cut from 1/2" thick plywood.  I don't cut wood 

that thick or use life-size electric saws, so Teresa 

and I took the shed prototype and headed to Home 

Depot on a Monday when they weren't likely to be 

too busy to help us.  We met a very nice carpenter 

named Charles, who had a wonderful French 

accent and showed him our shed.  He asked about 

the project and where we were doing this and how 

much we were charging.  I told him $20 for the 

entire kit (unless the basswood siding was added), 

which was just the cost of materials, and he cut all 

24 of our bases to size for us!  

 

Over the next several months, the group made a 

bench with umbrella (I later changed mine to a 

pergola over the bench), a pond with fish using a 

mayonnaise lid and a piece of acoustical ceiling 

tile, a dove cote, a dog house, an owl wind chime, 

a hanging basket of impatiens, a faucet with 

birdbath, a gazing ball, a vegetable garden, and a 

rabbit hutch.  All in all, we spent a year making the 

garden shed project.  Some are close to being 

finished; some have a long way to go.  We're 

hoping to have them ready to display this fall, as 

the Damascus Heritage Society has requested that 

we set up another miniature display to run from 

October through January!!!  I've asked the club 

AROUND OUR REGION 
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members to exhibit at least one club project and 

one personal project.  I'm also planning to exhibit 

holiday-themed miniatures since they weren't in 

the previous display. 

 

For the first three years, we've just been calling the 

club “New Mini Club” because we hadn't been 
able to come up with a club name that everyone 

agreed upon.  However, several of the club 

members attended the Holiday Party last year and 

when Olivia asked everyone to say who they were 

and what club they belonged to, we had a moment 

of panic.  Then, Leah Smith looked at me and said, 

“We're just a bunch of misfits.”  We'd always been 

proud of our diverse group of miniaturists, who 

range in age from 10-88 years old and have a wide 

range of skills.  So, when it came time for us to 

state who we were, I said, "I brought several 

members of the Mini Misfits of Damascus!!!" 

 

When Olivia asked the clubs to consider 

sponsoring the Holiday Party for this coming year, 

the club members I brought with me gave me a 

nod, and I volunteered our club to host the event.  I 

had been considering it, as I already had a 

centerpiece and project in mind.  It will be held at 

our usual venue, Bullocks Family Restaurant on 

Sykesville Road, on Saturday December 5 from 

11am-3pm.  I've designed a special project for this 

event and the group has been working hard on 

centerpieces and other items for the party.  They 

are very excited about hosting the party!  The sign-

up sheet will be in this issue of the Tiny Tattler.  

We're only taking 60 attendees since that is what 

the room at Bullocks will hold.  Don't wait until the 

last minute to sign up!  If most of the Mini 

Misfits attend, that only leaves about 30-35 spots 

open for the rest of you!!   

 

This year, I've been working on getting the club 

members to consider joining NAME to support our 

hobby.  Several club members were already 

NAME members, and I had gotten one of the teen 

members to join NAME last year.  Another adult 

just joined, so with eight on the roster thus far, I've 

just registered the club as a NAME club.  

Hopefully, we can talk a few more into joining 

before National NAME Day and even more before 

our 2017 National Convention hosted in our 

region.
